RE: Diaspora Nigerian March on Washington 
Pursuant to the plan for “The March on Washington” scheduled for June 16 and the subsequent town-meeting on June 17, 2006, I write once again to solicit your support. I am concerned that we have not heard from those of you we mailed the first letter to a few weeks ago. However, I am delighted with the general reactions of our folks to the March.  

As you know, proper strategic planning is the key to the success of the project and with just a few weeks left before the March, we need to have everyone, including you on board immediately.  There are numerous tasks to be accomplished in the following two. We need your leadership to gear up and mobilize our folks from within and outside your organizations, churches, mosques, family and friends if the March is to be meaningful and effective as we intend.  
You are thereby being delegated to provide the leadership to: make copies of the attached flyers for distribution; compile a list of all prospective participants interested in the March and the town- meeting; accept donations to be recorded with the donor’s names, address, telephone/fax numbers; e-mail addresses and the amounts donated; organize transportation and supervise the preparation of placards with catch slogans for your group.

The donations received would be acknowledged – no amount is too big or small – and used to cover expenses, including banners, transportation and miscellaneous items such as bottled water etc for our guest speakers. It is anticipated that certain U.S Congressmen and friends of Nigerians would be on hand to further encourage our efforts. 

Again, this is another opportunity to put the necessary pressure on the national Assembly to recognize our fundamental human right to vote, even as dual citizens, in all Nigerian General and Gubernatorial elections. By so doing, we’d become a force-de-reckon stakeholders in the Nigerian democratic process, including social, political and economic future of our dear beloved country. We have as our ace over 20 million votes – most educated votes – that would have the strongest impact in any Nigerian elections. We must not squander this opportunity.

My gut feeling is the March would yield the passage and enactment of the Bill resulting in the Absentee Vote – over 20 million Diaspora votes are at stake – and that’s a strong, valuable block of votes by any electoral standards. We have begun to see some movements in that direction since we called for the March on February 25, 2006. We need to force it!
